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 Belief in Jesus is required for salvaƟon: Acts 16:31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house. 
 We cannot get to Heaven through works alone: Ephesians 2:8-9 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the 
giŌ of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast. 
 But we also cannot get to Heaven through faith alone: James 2:17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. James 2:20 But 
wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead? James 2:24 Ye see then how that by works a man is jusƟfied, and not by faith only. 
 Our words contribute to our salvaƟon: Romans 10:9-10 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine 
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvaƟon. MaƩhew 12:36-37 But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account 
thereof in the day of judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be jusƟfied, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned. 
 Our acƟons contribute to our salvaƟon: II Corinthians 9:7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, 
or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver. GalaƟans 5:22-24 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, 
faith, Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law. And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affecƟons and lusts. James 
2:15-16 If a brother or sister be naked, and desƟtute of daily food, And one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled; 
notwithstanding ye give them not those things which are needful to the body; what doth it profit? 
 Our acƟons can keep us out of Heaven: Proverbs 6:16-19 These six things doth the Lord hate: yea, seven are an abominaƟon unto him: A 
proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood, An heart that deviseth wicked imaginaƟons, feet that be swiŌ in running to 
mischief, A false witness that speaketh lies, and he that soweth discord among brethren. I Corinthians 6:9-10 Know ye not that the unrighteous 
shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of 
themselves with mankind, Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extorƟoners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. GalaƟans 
5:16-21 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against 
the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not 
under the law. Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornicaƟon, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraŌ, 
hatred, variance, emulaƟons, wrath, strife, sediƟons, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you 
before, as I have also told you in Ɵme past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. II Timothy 2:19 Nevertheless the 
foundaƟon of God standeth sure, having this seal, The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart 
from iniquity. II Timothy 3:1-5 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, 
unthankful, unholy, Without natural affecƟon, trucebreakers, false accusers, inconƟnent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, Traitors, heady, 
highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away. 
RevelaƟon 21:7-8 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son. But the fearful, and unbelieving, and 
the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth 
with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. 
 BapƟsm is a requirement for salvaƟon. When ChrisƟans were bapƟzed in the Bible, they first believed in Jesus, then confessed their sins 
and were bapƟzed. This means infant bapƟsm/christenings are not valid bapƟsms, as they do not symbolize the child’s personal faith: Mark 
16:16 He that believeth and is bapƟzed shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. John 3:5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say 
unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  
 Evangelism is a command from Jesus: MaƩhew 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all naƟons, bapƟzing them in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, aŌer that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto 
me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uƩermost part of the earth. Romans 10:15 And how shall they preach, 
except they be sent? as it is wriƩen, How beauƟful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad Ɵdings of good things! 
 We must confess our sins to one another: MaƩhew 3:2 And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. Acts 19:18 And many 
that believed came, and confessed, and shewed their deeds. I John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to 
cleanse us from all unrighteousness. James 5:16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The 
effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. 
 Repent to God and ask him for forgiveness: Psalms 32:5 I acknowledge my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity have I not hid. I said, I will confess 
my transgressions unto the Lord; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. Selah. Acts 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be bapƟzed 
every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the giŌ of the Holy Ghost. I John 1:9 If we confess our 
sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
 Forgive those who sin against you: MaƩhew 6:14-15 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: But if 
ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. Luke 6:37 Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn 
not, and ye shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye shall be forgiven: Luke 17:3 Take heed to yourselves: If thy brother trespass against thee, 
rebuke him; and if he repent, forgive him. Ephesians 4:32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for 
Christ's sake hath forgiven you. Colossians 3:13 Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even 
as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.
